Scholarship Guidelines & Application for 2009

Application Process: 
Please submit the following application electronically to finaid@naropa.edu. Any attached files should be saved in as a .doc, .pdf or .rtf format with your last name as the title. You will need the following:

1) A completed Scholarship Application. (If applying for multiple scholarships, you must complete a separate application for each).





2) A personal letter, 500-700 words in length, discussing the following areas: *If you are applying for the Zora Neale Hurston award, additional information is needed (see award for details).
a.) Contributions and activities within the Writing and Poetics Department, the University, and/or the local/national artistic community.

b.) Recent accomplishments, current projects, or publications of your work.

c.) Your interest in attending the Summer Writing Program

d.) Financial need

3) A writing sample of 5-10 pages of your current poetry, prose or translation.

4) A current FAFSA form must be filled out by each applicant. The priority filing date for FAFSA forms is March 1. You can file online at www.fafsa.ed.gov. 
Deadline for Application: 
April 1, 2009 by 5 p.m. to finaid@naropa.edu.
Decisions will be made by the Chair of the SWP in conjunction with a Scholarship Committee comprised of representatives from Writing & Poetics and the Summer Writing Program. Decisions will be based on the quality of the individual’s work, activities within the Department/University, current projects/publications, and financial need. 
Decisions on all Awards will be made by May 1. All applicants will be notified by mail on May 1 and results will be published in the Interzone and the SWP Newsletter and posted outside the SWP Office.

The Jack Kerouac Scholarship Guidelines 2009
The Jack Kerouac award is given annually to one second-year (applicants are required to have completed a minimum of four weeks of the SWP) residential MFA program prose student in the Department of Writing and Poetics at Naropa University. The award covers full graduate tuition for the Summer Writing Program 2009 (excluding registration fee, if any). Please note: in certain years the faculty may choose to split this award between two individuals.

Award Amount: 

Partial to full tuition for 8 MFA credits in the SWP 2009. 

Who is Eligible: 

Any Prose or Translation concentration, second-year (second-summer) MFA program student who plans to take the upcoming Summer Writing Program for credit. PLEASE NOTE: only applicants who have completed a minimum of four weeks of the SWP are eligible.
The Ted Berrigan Scholarship Guidelines 2009
The Ted Berrigan Award is given annually to one second-year (who has completed a minimum of four weeks of the Summer Writing Program) residential MFA program poetry student in the Department of Writing and Poetics at Naropa University. The award covers full graduate tuition for the Summer Writing Program (excluding registration fee, if any). Note: the scholarships committee may choose to split this award between two individuals.

Award Amount: 

Partial to full tuition for 8 MFA credits in the SWP. 

Who is Eligible: 

Any Poetry or Translation concentration, second-year/second summer resident MFA program student who plans to take the 2008 Summer Writing Program for credit. PLEASE NOTE: only applicants who have completed a minimum of four weeks of the SWP are eligible.
The Aimee Grunberger Memorial Award 2009

The Aimee Grunberger Memorial Award will be given to one female nontraditional student who demonstrates excellence in the field of poetry. Only students enrolled at Naropa University and Non-Credit SWP students are eligible.

Award Amount: The award covers $500 towards tuition for the Summer Writing Program.
The Robert Creeley Scholarship Guidelines 2009
The Robert Creeley Scholarship is awarded to one returning Naropa University Low-Residency MFA Student in Creative Writing who has completed a minimum of four weeks of the SWP. The award amount covers tuition for the student’s SWP in the award year. Students can be awarded a MAXIMUM of four weeks tuition over the course of their degree – for example, if a student receives an award for their fifth and sixth weeks of the SWP, that student would still be eligible to apply and receive an award for their seventh and eighth weeks in a subsequent year. This scholarship is not renewable, although students may reapply for subsequent years. Note: the scholarship committee may choose to split this award between two individuals.

Award Amount: 

Partial to full tuition for 8 MFA credits in the SWP 2009. 
The Zora Neale Hurston Award 2009 Application

The Zora Neale Hurston Awards are given annually to two to three students whose interest is in ethnic and multicultural literature, who can demonstrate experience in or working with populations of color, and who will be attending the Summer Writing Program for BA credit, MFA credit, or Non-Credit.
Award Amount: 

Partial to full tuition (excluding registration fee, if any) and housing (for non-local residents only) for all four weeks of the Summer Writing Program at Naropa University.

Who is eligible: Past winners of the award are not eligible.
